Vetter, Bill Craig, and Mchael Wods.

3) Ir " - 1980, | was assigned to a project, the
i+ wnose Of which was for meto become a public opinion
i der in the anti-cul £ field and anong those who were
investigating Scientology. This nission was assigned to ne
by 8i1l Craig, and later confirned by Mchael Wods, both of

| nf or mati on. Qher G.n. officers confirmed at various

points in time the purpose of this mssion.

inf . ltrate and pentrate any individuals or groups opposed to

7' In Janvary 1981, | contacted Attorney M chael
Flynn for the purpose of becoming his client in order to
bring a potential laws:it against the Church. This par-
ticular mission wes very closely nonitored by the Go  For
this purpose, | used Henrietta Crampton of the Gtizens'
Freedom Foundation in Redondo Beach, California. She was
well known in the anticult field and did not suspect that |
was 1 Tcientology agent. In ny initial contact | inforned
Aftorney Flynn of ny cover story, whereupon he transferred
e to Kevin Flynn, who requested that nyself and ny wfe
Wwite out a "statenment" oOf our experiences within the Church
ot Scientol ogy. After receiving clearance from the GO, I
sent an unsworn statement to Michael Flynn in February 1981.
At that time, Bill craig again informed me that the Flynn

office had been penetrated and that the GO had secured
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extensive information abou: the "Flynn Network".

Craig told ne this time that the purpose of contacting
Attorney Flynn at that time was to obtain credentials as an
anti-Scientologist which would be enhanced because of ny
association with the "Flynn Network". These credentials

cou.d be used for other intelligence gathering or espionage

¢+ rations.

8) Craig informed me on numerous occasions that
the Flynn office had been penetrated and that it was in the
process of "taking him down" th:.ugh lawsuits and disbarnent

proceecdings.

9) In My 1981, Craig informed me that he wanted
me to attend a meeting, in the Flynn office which was taking
pl ace around May 10, 1981 anong various lawyers throughout
the courtry who werc involved in Scientology litigation.

This meeting was taking place in Boston, Mssachusetts, and
Ctaig authorized the payment of GO or Church noney to fly
/to Boston for the purpose of "penetrating" this neeting.
Craig told nme that all expenses for the trip, including
airfare, hotel bill, etc., would be covered by cash from the
G.O | then flew to Los Angeles where | nmet with Gary

Lawr ence, and Jeff Sherrel, both of whom were G O opera-
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tives. Sherrel introduced hinself as the person in char:e
of US. GO Branch 1 activities for the Northeast sector,
whi ch included Boston and New York. They both briefed nt on
various Flynn activities and this "briefing" indicated that
they had an extensive know edge of the operations of Attor-
ne “lynn's office. The total expenses for this trip were
£ we.94 all ¢ .. was paid to ne in cash by Sherrel or

.-.g before and after the neeting in B~ston.

10) After this "briefing", | flew to Boston where
| waited briefly in a room from which | could overhear a few
closinz coments by Michael Flynn in the neeting of attorneys
and also ne:: with “rec 7~=eph, an attorn.y from Washi ngton,
D.C. in regard to ny own case. I reported the details of
the neeting that | had obtained to the GO including how
many | saw in attendance, the names of those | was introduced
to, and svecificallv whatever | heard state3 to the best of
my wuility to recall. At no time during this neeting did |
ev/er hear Mchael Flynn nention Flynn Associates Managenent
/gompan} (FAMCO or that FAMCO would in any way participate
| inthe fee relationship, noi did | repcrst to the G.O. or

make any mention of FAMCO

11) After the neeting, | was thoroughly debriefed

by Jeff Sherrel and CGary Lawence and they informed me that
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"Flynn's days were numbe: cd" and that they were in the

process of "taking him down".

12) =, «: 2 used ny contacts with Attorney M chael
Flynn to further establish ny credentials anong anti- Sci-
e.:.tologists, Wherein using this cover | becanme involved in
.Lnerous opera..ons into situations to which | would not

:ve been privy wthout the Flynn cover.

.13) On one occasion, Bill Craig informed me that
his supervisor, Peter Avettt said that one of the neans
that the GO had used to venetrate the Flynn office was the
placemen: of Silvana .ritanc there as his secretary.

Craig informed nme that after Grritano was placed as a GO

agent, Chris Vetter related being present at a big party at

the US. GO after the announcenent to the other Lranches of
the v.s.6.0. that Garritano was openly taking steps to get
Flynn disbarred with the claim that Garritano was used to
sign a false affidavit under the duress of Michael Flynn.
Craig informed me that Flynn would be disbarred shortly wth
the Garritano operation. Several times | was informed by
G QO personnel that the Church of Scientology had received

| egal advice which was being followed by the Church of

Scientology and that therfore the GO public relations
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bureau had ceased the publi. dissem nation ciinformation
agai nst the inpending disbarment of Flynn so that the Mas-

sachusetts Bar Association would not view it as a nedia

canpai gn.

w. resent at the My 1981 neeting was Geg Hull of San
L ‘isco, California, As a result of nmy connection wth
t... Flynn office | was able to penetrate ":yll concerning the
number of potential litigants against the Church in the San
Francisco area. On many occasions, | was requested by Bill
Craig, operating he stat.d on urgent requc.:ts and orders
fromthe US GO t¢ intimdate Hull and prevent him from
bringing cases against the Church of Scientology by in part,
informino him of the inpending Flynn disbarnent using the
claim that Silvana Garritano had been forced to sign a false

17) Around Novenber 1981, an individual named Joan
was refer mysclf to Geg Hull for the purpose of
yresenting Ms. Eden in a lawsuit against the Church for

| eukem a. Ms. Eden contacted the Freedom Counseling Center,
though | refused to see her as a client. Cearly stating
this fact to both Lowell S+«reik.r (the Executive Director of
the Freedom Counselin Center who Ms. I 2n Was secing) and
to Ms. Eden, | wes able to debrief her on her legal situation.
| learned that her previous attorney in Sacramento had
di scovered discredible information regarding Ms. Ecen's past
history and had been discouraged from pursuing her suit.
Anccher nenber of the counseling center, Lowell Streiker,

met with Ms. Eden and several nenbers of the GQ  After

/that mecting, | nmet secretively with Wods and Jeff Shivelle,

meetinuy that day with Lowell Streiker and M. Eden. |
reinformed Wods of the inside information previously
gathered and reported to him [Eden had paid a considerable

anount of noney to the Church including taking outa nortgage

Later, after the
G O successfully prevented a settlement from going through,

vz the "Flynn Report" to the Cearwater Gty Conm ssion
about the Church of Scientclogy. In connection with this
Report, and a biography of L. on Hubbard done by M chael
Linn Shannon and the facts of a deprogramming | was currently
invol ved in, | 1lc arnec tnings about Scientology and L. Ron
Hubbard which stunned me into a realization about what I was
doi ng. | then went to Margaret Singer, a well known psychol ogi st
invelved in cult cases and informed her of sone of the types
of «=ince that | had been doing. Subsequently, | went to
+he Feceral Bureau of Investigation and to +he Justice
Departnent concerning ny activities. The GO was unaware

* of the fact that | had gone in such a manner to Dr. Margaret

Singer, the Justice Demartment or the F.B.I.

19) In Mrch 1982, Mchael Wods and Peter A vette

were ordered to go to Boston, where I net with Wods. Wwoods
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told methat the reason he was in Boston was to get new
agents into the Flynn office because the last mssion
seeking to penetrate the Flynn office had failed. He told
methat since thev had lost their |ast agentinside the
Flynn office, the only line they had in on him washis
6. mage. He told me that although Flynn now had a shredder,
Z.0. Was -:° »le to piece the shredded pieces back
cether, and that they had an individual who was a spe-
alist in connection with such operations. Wods told ne
cthat he had a list of 160 people who were then being con-
sidered as new agents to penetrate the Flynn office. These
agents were in the process of being recruited by the GQ
Wods regucsted that n+il another ager  could be success-
fully placed in t.e Flynn office | re-establish ny pene-
tration. At that time, after several neetings wth Wods,
in which he pleaded and urged that | conduct the type of
penetration described, | agreed. Although |I wassecretly

gation against -.urch of Scientology. They further in-
formed me that an individual named Gerry Arnstrong had re-
¢ ..'y defected and that Arnstrong had been working with
«ar @rrison ... o:ning a forthcom ng biography about Hub-
.rd. They inforned me +<hat Arnmstrong had defected and that
smstrong had had access to L. Ron Hubbard, Jr.'s B-I file,
whi ch contained correspondence between nyself and Hubbard,
Jr. They told ne that Armst: : had been in touch with L.
Ron Hubbard, Jr. since h:= defection and they feared he
mght be :.le to ded, . was -a double agent for the GO
Steve ordered ne to dissemnate information that Arnstrong
was actually a GQ agent and was not to be believed by
opponents of Scientology. I advised himtnat this would be
stupid and tnat Paulette Cooper would love to subpoena Cerry

, Armstrong. Steve then recinded the order.

J 21} Subsecguently, I contacted Paulette Cooper, who
was involved in litigation against the Church of Scientology,
and Mchael Flynn and informed them that from Novenber of
1980 until January of 1982 1 had been operating as a double
agent for the Church of Scientology. M. Flynn requested ne
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to prepare a statement relative to ny activities. Al though
the operations | have been involved in cover hundreds of
situations in which | acted as an espionage agent for the
