This is un effort to give an estimate of
situation and is enturbulative.

Suppression occurs vhen genernlities are entered into
reports. Evaluations are generalities.

Forvarding of false information is a very high crime. Failure
to forvard informstion is an equally bhigh crime.

An Intelligence Officer collects data, files by pame and area
vrites summaries and forvards the data to the correct terminal. Tbis
person should never at any time consider themselves capable of giving

an estimete of the situation. This is done by the head of the
division. ) '
